The official flower of the AAS is the “Crimson Glory” Rose.

The Objectives

1. Create a more efficient relationship among Air Force officer candidates, in particular within the AFROTC.
2. Aid in the development of effective Air Force officers.
3. Further the purpose, traditions, and concepts of the United States Air Force
History of Arnold-Air Society

In 1947, at an AFROTC summer camp, a group of cadets from the University of Cincinnati discussed the possibility of an honorary society. After taking their idea to members of their cadre, a committee of cadets was formed to write a constitution and to choose a name for their newly founded society. The name they chose was the “Arnold Society of Air Cadets,” in honor of General Henry H. Arnold.
Arnold Air Society grew very quickly from its inception in the summer of 1947. High morals, physical fitness, and positive mental attitude formed the foundation of the Society. These characteristics were the basis for the Society’s efforts to mold young cadets into future Air Force leaders.

The United States Air Force officially recognized the Society in April of 1948, and the Air Defense Command sent copies of the Society’s constitution to all colleges and universities throughout the nation in hopes of forming similar organizations. Within the next year, twenty new squadrons were formed.

National Conclaves were one of the many new ideas that came about in the early 1950’s. The first NATCON was held at the University of Cincinnati in 1950. This conclave was convened to determine the policies of the Society. Mrs. Eleanor Arnold was named the Honorary Sponsor, and General James Doolittle was chosen to be the Honorary Commander following the death of General Arnold. This same year, the organization became officially known as the “Arnold Air Society.”

During the second NATCON, the Society became affiliated with the Air Force Association. At the fourth and fifth NATCON’s, a reconstruction of the organizational structure of the Society was proposed. This resulted in the formation of the Executive Board, consisting of AAS national and area leadership. At following conclaves, more awards and policies were initiated, such as the formation of Angel Flight (Now known as Silver Wings) in 1952, and the Arnold Air Society-Link Foundation Fellowship Awards for graduate work.

Henry “Hap” Arnold 
Henry H. Arnold was born in Gladwyn, Pennsylvania on 25 June 1886. He was appointed to West Point and was commissioned on 4 June 1907 as a Second Lieutenant in the infantry. After spending several years in the Philippines, he was transferred to the flying service. He was one of the first flyers taught by the Wright Brothers. Arnold’s flight demonstrations in 1912 earned him the MacKay Trophy.


During the First World War, Arnold commanded a flying unit in the Panama Canal zone. By the end of the war, he was a Colonel and soon was appointed Assistant Director of Military Aeronautics – supervising 30 flying schools, 15000 officers, and 125000 personnel. In 1935, he became Brigadier General and was appointed Assistant to the Chief of the Air Corps. On 22 September 1938, he became Chief of the Air Corps and a Major General. By 1942, he was in complete command of all the air forces, and at the end of WWII, he was appointed to the rank of General of the Army.

“Hap” Arnold had but one theme, “It’s got to be done and done quickly, so let’s get it done.”


Elwood R. “Pete” Quesada 
General Quesada was born in 1904 of Spanish-Irish immigrants. He attended the University of Maryland and Georgetown University. He enlisted in the Army in 1924 as a private. General Quesada was one of the pioneers of modern aviation. Before WWII, he participated in the first non-strop grossing of the Atlantic from east to west. He was a member of the “Question Mark” crew which established the principle of midair refueling. With Ira C. Eaker and Carl Spaatz, he flew the “Question Mark” for over 150 hours.

During WWII, General Quesada commanded a group of figher squadrons in Europe. IN the days jus prior to D-Day, his planes conducted an extensive bridge busting campaign cutting off the enemy supply routes to Normandy. After Germany’s surrender, he returned and became Assistant Chief of Staff, U.S. Air Force. After the war held many more Commanding General positions. 


General Quesada received many U.S. and foreign decoration, including the Distinguished Service Medal with oak leaf cluster and the British Order of the Bath. He retired in October 1951 as a lieutenant General. Later he served as a Special Assistant to President Eisenhower. Just prior to his death he was chairman of the Board and Chief Executive Officer of L’Enfant Plaza Properties Inc.

The General Elwood R. Quesada Squadron was created at Clarkson College of Technology, now Clarkson University, in the fall of ___________. General Elwood R. Quesada died on _____________________.
Membership
Types of Membership 

Active:  This type of membership is reserved for AFROTC or USAFA cadets who have completed the candidate training program, paid dues, and remain in good standing with the squadron

Inactive:  Inactive membership status is based upon individual squadron bylaws.  Inactive members must continue to pay dues to retain membership in Arnold Air Society.  Although Inactive members are permitted to wear the AAS membership ribbon, they are prohibited from wearing the fourragere and the rank pin.

Associate:  Members of Silver Wings are granted associate membership status in AAS upon payment of their membership dues.

Honorary:  Honorary membership is the highest tribute that an AAS unit may extend to an individual ineligible for Active membership status.  At the unit level, this type of membership may be conferred to an individual only through unanimous consent of all active squadron members.  Likewise consent of all Area Squadrons or the Area HQ Staff is needed to bestow this type of recognition on the Area level.  National Honorary membership may be awarded on the National Level only by unanimous approval of the National HQ staff, a vote by the board of directors, or by the general assembly at NATCON.

Requirements for Membership

a. Be a cadet in the Air Force ROTC program

b. Successfully complete the squadron candidate program

c. Meet a squadron selection board

d. Be on no form of academic probation

e. Pay all dues in accordance with AASMAN-1 and the Squadron By-Laws

1. Commander – Has the responsibility and authority to execute any legislation lawfully enacted by the legislative body of his/her unit or any higher unit

2. Deputy Commander – Responsible for the coordination of the staff and for executing the committees.

3. Operations Officer – Responsible for all squadron projects and oversees all project committees.

4. Information Management Officer – Responsible for preparation of all orders and written communications, maintenance of accurate files on all members and accurate minutes of meetings, and management of membership, accounting, and reporting.

5. Financial Management Officer – Responsible for publications and public relations as well as project publicity.
6. Public Affairs Officer – Responsible for publications as well as project publicity

7. Candidate Training Officer – Responsible for organizing and executing a training program to prepare candidates to be effective active members.

8. Support Officer – Responsible for acquiring necessary supplies for the squadron and organizing transportation, when necessary, for squadron activities. Assists cadets in developing the spiritual and moral resources necessary for future Air Force Officers. Responsible for compiling and publishing a comprehensive history of the squadron, and submitting to the National Archives when required. Fills out any award nominations for the Squadron and its members.

Supreme - National Conclave (NATCON)

1. Highest level of legislative power in AAS.

2. Convenes once yearly at a site chosen by preceding Conclave, usually held over Easter weekend.

3. Voting members consist of one delegate (and one alternate) from each squadron.

4. The purposes of NATCON are:

a. Major policy guidance for the Society, usually reflected in changes in the Constitution, by-laws, or SOP.
b. Action on detailed matters only when joint action of the units in desirable (elections of the commanders and staff, establishment of major projects, distribution of national awards, etc…).
5. The next National Conclave will be on ________________ in __________________.
National Level Unattached Officers

1. National Parliamentarian: Advisor and attributer of parliamentary procedures at NATCON. Only AS300s may apply for this position.

2. National Business Chairman: The National Parliamentarian from the previous year becomes this person immediately following the last NATCON business session. This officer is responsible for organizing the business of NATCON.

National Standing Committees

National Standing Committees may be established by the National Conclave, the Executive Board of Directors, or the National Commander. The Executive Board of Directors has the authority to discontinue obsolete committees. The following special projects have been assigned to National Standing Committees. 
1. AFROTC Affairs Committee - Formulates recommendations concerning improvements in the AFROTC program.
2. National Finance Committee - Exercises control over the National Budget and any changes in that budget. 
3. National Awards Committee - Selects the recipients of the national awards and honors. 
4. National Publications Committee - Ensures that any funded national publication is professional in format and can be distributed proudly to persons and agencies outside AAS. 
5. NATCON Budget Committee - Reviews the NATCON budget for proper financial practices and appropriate disbursement of funds.
6. AAS AFA Affairs Committee – This group is charged with coordinating activities and issues which affect both AAS and AFA.

7. AAS & Joint Rules, Ways, and Means Committee - Responsible for determining what policies are to be heard by the board of Directors and General Assemble.

Affiliated Organizations

The Air Force Association (AFA)
The AFA was founded on February 4, 1946, as an organization dedicated to national security and world peace. The AFA sponsors many endeavors, including the Space Education Foundation, which promotes aerospace study and literature. The Air Force Association is a national, independent, non-profit, air power advocacy organization that is generally thought of as the parent organization of Arnold Air Society, though AAS remains at all times an independent entity.

The Association’s national headquarters is located in Arlington, Virginia. A time staff keeps AFA members informed, and advises Congress, the President, and Pentagon on matters concerning aerospace affairs and national security. AAS active members also become cadet members of the AFA at a reduced (this makes up the bulk of your national dues). As a cadet member, you will receive official publication of the AFA, Air Force Magazine. This monthly magazine is loaded with information about the Air Force and events in the nation concerning you.

In order to fulfill the purpose of the AFA, the Association holds three objectives:

1. To assist in obtaining and maintaining adequate air power for national security and world peace.

2. To keep AFA members and the public abreast of developments in the field of aviation.

3. TO preserve and foster the spirit of fellowship among former and present members of the United States Air Force, the Air Force Reserve, and the Air Force National Guard.

Silver Wings (SW)
Silver Wings (SW) is a national, co-ed, professional organization dedicated to creating proactive, knowledgeable, and effective civic leaders through community service and education about national defense. Members of SW become associate members of AAS upon payment of national SW dues. Originally known as “Angel Flight”, the first chapter was founded at the University of Omaha in 1952. In April of 1957, at the eighth NATCON, Flights throughout the country were brought together as a national organization unified in purpose and ideals. 

This mission of silver wings includes the following interrelated objectives:

1. Personal Development of Individual Members: Local chapter activities and projects provide character growth through service to the community, which enables the individual member to develop a sense of purpose within and a responsibility to the local community.
2. Professional Development of Individual Members: Local chapter activities and the national organizational structure provide members with leadership opportunities and the chance to develop professional skills. These include, but are not limited to oral/written communication, public speaking, and project planning and execution.
3. Civic Awareness: Exposure to Air Force issues and personnel enables members to develop a personal awareness of aerospace power and the role that it plays in the national defense. The leadership and skills development objectives are enhanced by opportunities for members to actively promote aerospace issues in the community through educational programs, seminars, public relations activities, and voter awareness projects.

Upon payment of their national dues Silver Wings members become associate members of AAS.

I will make no oral or
written statements disloyal to my country and its allies or harmful to
their cause.

I will never forget that I am an American, fighting for freedom,
responsible for my actions, and dedicated to the principles which made my
country free. I will trust in my God and in the United States of America.
